Even better than the ’06, the 2007 Derby Wine Estates FIFTEEN10 

Derby Vineyard is 40/40 Roussanne and Marsanne with the 

remainder Viognier. Fresh, pure and crisp, there’s copious 

pineapple, lemon, citrus and floral aromas, medium body and 

vibrant, juicy acidity. This opens up beautifully in the glass and 

will drink well over the next year or two. (90 pts.) 

 

2006 Derby Wine Estates FIFTEEN10 Derby Vineyard (USA, California, 

Central Coast, Paso Robles) $24 

A blend of 34% Viognier, 33% Marsanne and 33% Roussanne, the 2006 

Derby Wine Estates FIFTEEN10 Derby Vineyard has ripe apple and 

pineapple aromas and flavors, medium body and a full, rich texture. 

There’s crisp acidity and while this lacks the freshness of the 2007, 

is delicious. Drink this with full flavored meals over the next 

year. (88 pts.)

2006 Derby Wine Estates FIFTEEN10 Red Derby Vineyard (USA, 

California, Central Coast, Paso Robles) $28 

A blend of 38% Syrah, 28% Grenache, 28% Counoise and 6% 

Mourvédre, the 2006 FIFTEEN10 Derby Vineyard has a savory 

aromatic profile with dried spice, forest floor, cherries and meaty 

notes. The palate is medium bodied, beautifully textured, balanced 

and long. Drink these over the next 5 years. (88 pts.) 

 

2006 Derby Wine Estates MOCAB (USA, California, Central Coast, 

Paso Robles) $28 

With a ruby red, slightly transparent color, the 2006 Derby Wine 

Estates MOCAB is a blend of 60% Mourvédre and 40% Cabernet, and 

offers up a licorice, red fruit and spice driven bouquet. It’s sweet, 

upfront and easy drinking with earth, tar, meat and underbrush 

notes coming through with air. Medium bodied in the mouth, the 

wine has a light texture, medium concentration and a gulpable 

character that keeps you coming back for more. Drink this food 

friendly, straight up delicious wine over the next couple of years 

with any number of spiced and herbed food. 172 cases. (89 pts.) 

 

2006 Derby Wine Estates Petite Sirah Laura’s Vineyard (USA, 

California, Central Coast, Paso Robles) $26 

The 2006 Derby Wine Estates Petite Sirah Laura’s Vineyard has spicy, 

savory aromatics of mulled cherries, licorice, tar, underbrush and 

meat, medium to full body, plenty of rich fruit and a moderately 

tannic finish. This should drink well for a number of years. (88 

pts.) 

 

2006 Derby Wine Estates Syrah (USA, California, Central Coast, Paso 

Robles) $26 

The 2006 Derby Wine Estates Syrah possesses quality aromatics of 

spice and underbrush, dark fruit, smoked meat and road tar. These 

lead into a medium bodied palate that has rich, sweet fruit, 

vibrant acidity and a smooth texture. Picks up some chocolate 

nuances on the finish and this should drink well over the next 5 

to 7 years. (88 pts.)
